Rehearsal Schedule
The practice schedule for

this year’s Fundraiser will
be held at the Stranahan
Theater in Toledo on the
morning of the Fundraiser
on June 16. Rehearsal times 
are as follows:

Act II: 11am -1pm
2nd year, 3rd year, Novice classes,
PCII, PCGR, PC Highland, PC
Toledo

Act III: 1 -3pm
Open, Championship classes, and 
Toledo Adult Performance group

If you are unsure which act you are 
supposed to be in, please ask your teacher.
Arrive at the theater fifteen minutes before
your scheduled rehearsal. Check in and get
your shoes together so that you will be
ready to warm up and dance. 

The process
During rehearsal, we will run through

the order of the show, put everyone in
their places in lines and then run through
the entire act. A wristband will be given to
each dancer. The wristband allows for re-
entry into the theater for the performance.
To enter the theater you must have either
a wristband or a ticket.  Further instruc-
tions regarding wristbands will be given
during rehearsal.  

If you are not going to be at rehearsal,
please let your teacher know in advance
and in writing.  A wristband will be ready
for you at the theater.  Without a wrist-
band, you will not be able to gain access
to the backstage.

What to wear and drink
Wear comfortable clothes for rehearsal.

Do not wear costumes for rehearsal.
Please bring water to drink.  Do not bring
soda or any other type of drinks with sugar
or caffeine.  There is no food allowed in
the auditorium during rehearsal, water
only.

Behavior
Everyone is expected to behave 

appropriately in the theater.  No running
or shouting.  Period.  You will be asked to

leave immediately and will
not be allowed to return if

misbehaving.  

After rehearsal
The theater must be emp-

tied out after rehearsal.
Please do not leave anything
in the theater seating area
once you are done with

rehearsal. Anything left in the theater
will be disposed of.  

Parents are welcome to stay at the the-
ater during rehearsal, but will not be

allowed backstage at all dur-
ing the rehearsal or the show.

Please make sure your dancer has every-
thing that s/he might need.

Presentation is everything!!!
It is important that each dancer shows

up in clean and neat costumes.  

• Polish your shoes
• Iron your shirts 
• Brush your hair and keep it 

out of your face
• Wigs should be tidy

Performance time
Everyone must enter through the front

of the theater. No backdoor entry for 
the show.
