For those intending to dance at the
2008 Oireachtas in Columbus, Ohio, a
review day is planned for Friday, June 27,
2008 beginning at noon to evaluate your
warm-up routine.

Dancers will be required to achieve a
certain level of competence on the warm-
up routine to be entered. On June 27, we
will do an advance evaluation to give you
as much time to be adequately prepared
as possible for the critical evaluation in
September.

Remember, any dancer not able to
meet the criteria repeated below will not be
entered. This is an opportunity to find out
in advance what corrections you may
need to be able to enter in September.

* More diligence for the form of our
warm-up. This means: Threes with feet
lifted to your butt with crossed and
turned out feet. Sevens with fully
crossed and turned out feet, especially
the back foot.

Running with turned out feet.

Hitting your butt every time with

a pointed toe.

Lifting your knees above your waist with
pointed toes all the time maintaining
turned out feet.

* Straight legs, pointed toes, turned out
feet, and lift at least to your eyes
without bending at the waist for the
swing hops.
